Please note that the revenues reflected are revised and differ from what is in the Mayor's 
proposed documents. It was recently discovered that for a number of years, the annual estimated 
revenues have been overstated. Previous estimates included Transfers In as revenues, in error, 
which overstated revenue by more than $1 million each year. As such, the FY17 estimated 
revenues and proposed appropriations in the proposed budget ordinance will need to be revised 
to the above stated amount.
