Dear Chair Lee:

The Maui Police Department is requesting the introduction of a Bill for an Ordinance
Relating to Air and Replica Guns.

The Maui Police Department has seen a rise in the use of air and replica guns in the
commission of crimes. These air and replica guns resemble actual firearms, with no safety
markings whatsoever. People are committing crimes while utilizing these air and replica guns
with the intent of the victim believing they are real firearms.

At this time of writing, there are no repercussions (State or County) for anyone
possessing these air and replica guns, especially in the commission of a criminal act. The
County of Maui Prosecuting Attorney’s Office is in alliance with us and agree there is the need
for an ordinance to regulate these air and replica guns. Therefore, the Maui Police
Department humbly requests the introduction of this Bill for an Ordinance so that these
violators may be held accountable for unlawful possession of an air or replica gun.
