My name is*amaka Kukona, I was born and raised on 
Maui, and currently reside in Waikapu. I am a Kumu 
Hula and teach classes regularly in Wailuku. 

I am writing to express my support of the Conditional 
Permit being sought for Lona Ridge in Wailuku. I feel 
that the property provides a unique setting for the 
hosting of events that is needed for central Maui. 

I had the opportunity to take my halau women up to 
Lona Ridge by invitation of Ms. Leona Wilson during 
our preparations for the 2016 Merrie Monarch 
competition where we performed our competition 
numbers for her, overlooking central Maui. I found Ms. 
Wilson to a generous and considerate host. She is also 
very respectful of the people and culture of Hawaii. 
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In addition, we learned about Ms. Wilson's efforts to 
grow native Hawaiian plants on her property with the 
intention of helping reforestation efforts around the 
island, and in my opinion this is highly commendable. 

In my personal experience knowing Ms. Wilson, I do 
not believe that she would allow events to occur in her 
home and on her property knowing that they would 
have the slightest potential of causing harm or undue 
adverse effects on her neighbors or the community.
