Chair and Members:

Your Policy and Intergovernmental Affairs Committee, having met
on November 16, 2015, makes reference to County Communication
15-279, from the Chief of Police, transmitting a proposed resolution
entitled “AUTHORIZING ACCEPTANCE OF A DONATION OF A SCENT
TRACKING DOG TO THE COUNTY OF MAUI POLICE DEPARTMENT,
PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 3.56, MAUI COUNTY CODE.”

The purpose of the proposed resolution is to accept a
scent-tracking dog, valued at $5,000, from Friends of the Missing Child
Center-Hawalii, for the Department of Police.

Your Committee notes Chapter 3.56, Maui County Code, requires
Council approval by resolution for acceptance of any gift or donation.

The Assistant Chief of Police informed your Committee the
scent-tracking dog is a labrador retriever, trained to locate living persons,
which will be assigned to a special response team to search for missing
persons and fugitives. He stated there is at least one missing person
case each month, and the County does not have a scent-tracking dog
currently.

In response to your Committee’s questions, the Assistant Chief
further explained the dog will be housed at kennels at an officer’s
residence, the Kahului airport, and police stations. He said the costs of
maintaining the dog will be minimal relative to the benefits received.

Your Committee recognized acceptance of the dog will greatly
enhance the County’s capabilities in locating missing persons and
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expressed its gratitude to the Friends of the Missing Child Center-Hawaii
for the donation.

Your Committee voted 6-0 to recommend adoption of the proposed
resolution and filing of the communication. Committee Chair Victorino,
Vice-Chair Couch, and members Baisa, Carroll, Cochran, and White
voted “aye.” Committee members Crivello, Guzman, and Hokama were
excused.

Your Policy and Intergovernmental Affairs Committee
RECOMMENDS the following:

1. That Resolution , attached hereto, entitled
“AUTHORIZING ACCEPTANCE OF A DONATION OF A
SCENT TRACKING DOG TO THE COUNTY OF MAUI POLICE
DEPARTMENT, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 3.56, MAUI
COUNTY CODE,” be ADOPTED; and
