At the current minimum wage of $9.25/hr, a full time minimum wage employee makes about 
$370/week. 
At 4 weeks/month, that equals $1,480 per month. 

Using the formula that people should spend about 1/3  of their income on rent, they have 
$493/month for rent.14 

 

At the goal minimum wage of $15/hour, a full time worker would make $600/week. At 4 
weeks/month, that equals $2400/month. 
That means they have $800/month to spend on rent. 

By definition, real "WORKFORCE HOUSING" needs to be priced at $493-800 per bedroom. We 
need to be actively encouraging the production of small studios, one and two bedrooms that will 
be rented out at these prices
