DEPARTMENT OF WATER SUPPLY
WATERSHED PROTECTION GRANT PROGRAM
FISCAL YEAR 2022

The Department of Water Supply (DWS) strives to support projects that protect the county’s
watersheds and freshwater resources. DWS provides financial support to ten watershed partnerships
and organizations on Maui and Moloka’i to ensure perpetual protection of upland watersheds. These
organizations collectively address a variety of threats to the watershed through activities such as:
ungulate control through fencing and targeted hunting practices; invasive plant control; and
reforestation. The native vegetation in upland areas and habitats is critical to the recharge and
protection of drinking water supply.

For FY 22, DWS is proposing a total of $2,718,099.00, a decrease of $130,701.00 from previous year.
Combined Deliverahles for FY 22 include the following:
