CHAIR LEE: Alright. Members the purpose of this public hearing is to receive testimony on
the proposed bill entitled "A BILL FOR AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2.SOB,
MAUI COUNTY CODE, TO ADD 'MITIGATE CLIMATE CHANGE AND WORK
TOWARD RESILIENCE' AS A GOAL OF THE COUNTYWIDE POLICY PLAN".

As a reminder, this bill would amend the Countywide Policy Plan, so we are required
by Section 2.80B.060C., of the Maui County Code, to hold public hearings on this bill
before we can consider approving it. This public hearing serves as the public hearing
for Molokai.
